SUBJECT:
Electronic Subcontracting Reporting System (eSRS)

The requirement for submitting paper subcontracting reporting accomplishments

(SF-294 and SF-295) for all large prime contractors for contracts over $500,000

(or $1,000,000 for construction) has been eliminated.  It has been replaced with the e-gov initiative - the Electronic Subcontracting Reporting System (eSRS).   

Our large prime contractors will be responsible for inputting their subcontracting achievements into the new system.  This includes accomplishments for 2004.

If you have not already done so, contact your primes who have subcontracting reporting requirements to inform them of their responsibilities for submitting the information.  

However, we must advise the primes that the eSRS is NOT in operation at this time.  The goals for operation are:

July 2005


Testing and Acceptance (for selected large primes)


August 1-5, 2005

Initial Operating Capabilities


October 1-15, 2005

Full Operating Deployment

There will be an Industry Day in Washington, D. C. to provide guidance for corporate users on June 30, 2005.  The information disseminated at that meeting will be posted a few days following the session.  If the prime contractors are interested in attending the Industry Day, or if they want to obtain the materials covered that day, they should review the eSRS site which is: www.esrs.gov.
